Lector:: “For all us assembled here to worship in faith, that we may be gathered together in God’s
kingdom.” We pray to the Lord.

R: Lord hear our prayer.

Priest: “God, our shelter and our strength, you listen in love to the cry of your people:
hear the prayers we offer for our departed brothers and sisters. Cleanse them of their

sins and grant them the fullness of redemption.”
